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Social Media Internet Policy
The Welsh Black Cattle Society acknowledges the importance of the internet and social media sites such as Facebook, Twitter, LinkedIn, home web-pages, messaging services and all other forms of electronic communication and the role that social media plays in the day to day lives of members. 
No Member of the Welsh Black Cattle Society shall conduct him or herself in a manner or be guilty of behaviour which is derogatory to the character or prejudicial to the interests of the Welsh Black Cattle Society and in particular no member shall behave in an abusive or unpleasant manner to any person at any Show or at any location where Welsh Black Cattle Society business is being transacted or via Social Media or the Internet or via any publication in whatever format or via any other written or electronic format.

This policy note is to remind members that the Rules of the Welsh Black Cattle Society also apply to members when using social media and the internet.  Failure to adhere to this policy note could lead to disciplinary action being taken against a member.  See Clause 9(4)(a) and 9(4)(b) of the Constitution.
Use of Social Media
a. You should ensure that any material that you transmit or post to social media is clearly stated to be your personal view and is not held out to be, or could be mistaken as, the view of the Welsh Black Cattle Society.

b. Images produced by the Welsh Black Cattle Society are subject of copyright and should not be copied or used in social media without permission.

c. You should safeguard that any material that you transmit or post to social media is clearly stated to be your personal view and is not held out to be, or could be mistaken as, the view of the Welsh Black Cattle Society.  

d. You must not post any material which could damage the name or reputation of the Welsh Black Cattle Society, its members or former members, or which is derogatory to the character of or prejudicial to the interests of the Welsh Black Cattle Society. 

e. You must not transmit anything threatening, defamatory, obscene, offensive, abusive, discriminatory, menacing, scandalous, inflammatory, blasphemous, in breach of confidence, in breach of privacy or which may cause annoyance distress or inconvenience.

f. You should be aware the Welsh Black Cattle Society may from time to time carry out on-line searches to identify postings which include references to the Welsh Black Cattle Society and its members.

g. Any breach of this policy may constitute a breach of the Welsh Black Cattle Society Constitution and General Rules and could also lead to civil and/or criminal proceedings being brought against you.

Disclosure under law or regulation
You should be aware that the Welsh Black Cattle Society will fully co-operate with any law enforcement authorities or court order requesting or directing the Welsh Black Cattle Society to disclose the identity or locate anyone posting any material in breach of this policy.  If we are requested by the police or any other regulatory or Government Authority investigating suspected illegal activities to provide your personal information the Welsh Black Cattle Society is entitled to do so.
